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The Topic:

Assisted living allows frail seniors to remain in the most homelike environment for as
long as possible. A dramatic increase in the number of assisted living facilities over
the last 10 years has been accompanied by a growing concern for the wellbeing of
residents. While Medicaid pays for assisted living services in 41 states, no federal law
regulates or even de nes assisted living.
